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It is important for the purpose of facial recognition that the person being photographed is looking directly at 
the camera with their full face and ears exposed and without facial expression.  Several common errors are 
addressed in the document below.  This document serves as a quick reference and can be printed and per-
manently displayed in view of the person taking the mug shots.  
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
